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One local church wants boys and their fathers to talk sex over breakfast.

New Venture Christian Church, along with XXXchurch.com based in Michigan, is hosting a community conversation called "Porn
and Pancakes" tomorrow at Midlothian Middle School, 13501 Midlothian Turnpike, in Chesterfield County.

It is the most difficult addiction to overcome," he
said. "And the fallacy is that it's an innocent addiction. It's not innocent in any way. It shapes a man's perspective of women in a
false and fantasy way."

He said it's time for the faith community to address pornography and come up with some answers and solutions to tackle the
problem.
